LOCAL SOCCER SHOOT  
 
Dear Fellow Elks; 
 

Our Lodge’s Local Soccer Shoot is scheduled for Saturday September 25, 2010  starting at 9AM and going to 4PM  that day 
with our rain date being Sunday September 26, 2010. 
 

I am asking for assistance; unfortunately I will be more than likely still hobbling around after my knee replacement so I won’t be 
much in the way of physical help.  I will organize and get as many people out to help that will come, but I am in need of some physi-
cal workers to help set up  (place nets on goals, pump up the balls, mark the shooting lines, move tables and chairs out to site loca-
tion), place balls for shooter on the line , shag balls in the nets and beyond , keep score sheets  and tear down afterwards .  In 
September (when school starts back) I’ll put out an appeal to the different high schools for souls to get community service hours in 
exchange for services at the shoot.  With my surgery being August 16, I know I’ll be restricted to limited movement (walking, stand-
ing, sitting, car riding, driving, etc.) and activity for 2-3 weeks following it without any complications; so with that I might just be up to 
walking with a cane but I know my bending, standing, and stooping will be severely limited for up to 4-6 weeks.  I don’t want to see 
us cancel or not have a shoot this year so I ask you to really think long and hard about offering some assistance during these 
days—I would like to get some folks in the morning from 7-12 and some in the afternoon from 12-4 or what ever time you can give 
be it an hour or 2 that day.  We will need a minimum of 3 people per goal (a placer, a scorer, and a shag person). 
 

I’ll have the registration forms, certificates and the software program and a laptop out there to handle registration and hopefully a 
couple of ladies to assist me. 
 

Please support our local youth and give a few hours of your time.  I’ll supply the rest (food, drink, equipment needed, direction and 
support).  Thank you.
